devices before entering the venues.

e Local Competitors are those living within the boundaries
of Proserpine, St. Lawrence & Dysart.

e Competitors are reminded of the generosity of donors of
trophies, medals and special prize monies and winners
are asked to write a thank you note to the donor. Due
to privacy laws, addresses cannot be distributed.
Thank you notes can be left with the committee to be
forwarded to donors.

Information for all Performers

Competitors please report to the Eisteddfod Office upstairs

at the Entertainment Centre at least half an hour before

your section is due to begin to obtain your complimentary
entry pass.

Performances in the Space

1. Please arrive early - 15 to 30 minutes before the start of
your section.

2. The chairperson will call for all competitors to register
just before the beginning of the section. He / she will
mark your number off on the list.

3. Wait for your number to be called before stepping on
the stage.

4. No prompting from the audience will be permitted.
Competitors who are prompted will face disqualification.

5. At the end of the section adjudication sheets may be
collected from the Eisteddfod Office (at the top of the
staircase closest to the Box Office).

Performances in the Main Auditorium

1. Be sure to arrive early — 15 to 30 minutes before the
start of your section.

2. Go to the back stage area and give your Competitor
Number to the backstage manager.

3. Be prepared to answer any questions about your
performance (eg Will you be starting on stage or off
stage? Will you finish by leaving the stage? What
props do you require? etc).

4. Take a seat backstage and wait quietly for your number
to be called before stepping onto the stage. (Remember
that any noise made backstage can be heard by the
audience. Don’t disadvantage other competitors by
talking and laughing.)

5. No prompting from the audience will be permitted.
Competitors who are prompted will face disqualification.

6. Atthe end of the section adjudication sheets may be
collected from the Eisteddfod Office (at the top of the
staircase closest to the Box Office).

ALL AUDITORIUM PERFORMERS PLEASE NOTE...

The backstage area is very busy! You must arrive early and
register your competitor number and the title of your
performance with the backstage manager at least 15
minutes before your section begins. Once you have
registered, remain either backstage or in a dressing room to
hear any calls regarding your section. If you are not
backstage when needed, you may miss your chance to
perform.

A competitor who has withdrawn, or fails to register
prior to the start of a section (unless having notified the
Office & gained permission for late arrival), will not be

eligible to compete in that section.

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RULES AND CONDITIONS

The following is an excerpt from the Rules and Conditions. A full
record of the Rules and Conditions is printed in the Preliminary
Schedule.  Competitors are asked to read these Rules and
Conditions carefully.
This competition is open to amateurs only. The term ‘amateur’ is
defined as one whose principal source of income is not derived from
performing that talent required for any sections entered. This
condition does not apply to conductors or accompanists.
Entrants must appear in their section in program order or forfeit their
right to perform (except where prior arrangement has been made
with Eisteddfod Office-see below). Competitors will not be allowed
to swap from one part to another where sections have been split (eg
A&B).
We do try to prevent clashes between items of different art forms.
However, it is possible, given the thousands of performances that
two of your items may clash. Should this occur:
1. See a committee member in the Eisteddfod Office at least one
day before the scheduled performances.

2. The committee member will arrange for you to perform “out of
turn” so that you may compete in both sections.
3. Changes to the program can only occur through this process.

Under no circumstances should a competitor, or representative,
request special consideration from anyone other than a
committee member working in the Eisteddfod Office.
Competitors who do not intend to compete in a section for which they
have entered should notify the Eisteddfod Office before the time
appointed for that section.
In all own choice a copy of the item to be performed must be
supplied for Adjudicator’s use. This copy, MUST BE SUBMITTED
(Excluding Speech & Drama) together with full particulars of item
attached, During OWN CHOICE WEEK - Thursday 19th & Friday
20th September- 9.00am - 5.00pm Saturday 21st September-
9.00am - 2.00pm
Venue: Senior Citizens Hall, Macalister Street, Mackay
ANY OWN CHOICE MATERIAL NOT RECEIVED BY SATURDAY
21st SEPTEMBER AT 2PM WILL RESULT IN THE COMPETITOR
BEING DISQUALIFIED. NO LATE OWN CHOICE SUBMISSIONS
WILL BE ACCEPTED.
No submitted material may be exchanged after 2pm on Saturday 21t
September. Minor changes on the material submitted by the due
date will be allowed up to 24 hours before the performance. The
onus is on the competitor to ensure that the material lodged during
own choice week is correct as exchanges will not be permitted.
The Eisteddfod Committee will not be liable for any copyright
infringement relating to the submission of photocopied material.
Entrants submit copies and works at their own risk. All photocopies
submitted for the Adjudicator's use will be destroyed after the
completion of the section.
No teacher or parent will be allowed on stage unless as an
accompanist or conductor. No competitor may use the stage without
permission from the Stage Manager.
An adjudication award sheet will be provided after the Adjudicator’s
decision has been made known (excluding Highland & Irish), and will
be available from the Eisteddfod Office. Prize monies, which must
be signed for, will also be available from the Eisteddfod Office after
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the Adjudicator's decision has been made known. Eisteddfod Office
is upstairs at Mackay Entertainment Centre (stairs near door 1).

No prompting from the audience will be permitted in any section, or
the competitor could face disqualification at the discretion of the
Adjudicator or the Committee. No unauthorized person is allowed to
stand in the wings during the performance.

Unauthorised Communication with Adjudicators is STRICTLY
PROHIBITED. If it is established that any entrant or persons
associated with an entrant has made contact with an Adjudicator in
the course of the Eisteddfod, the Committee reserves the right to
disqualify that entrant from competition.

The ringing of the bell before the item is completed does not
necessarily mean that the Adjudicator is dissatisfied, but that
sufficient has been heard or seen of that particular item to enable a
decision to be made. Adjudicators are requested to exercise this
prerogative where entries are numerous in any section or where an
item is unduly long.

Competitors must not have had any tuiton from any of the
Adjudicators for a period of six months prior to the commencement of
the Eisteddfod.

Competitors may face disqualification if they do not strictly adhere to
time limits set out for various sections. In sections where a time limit
is specified, the ringing of the bell will indicate that the time limit has
been exceeded and the competitor must cease to perform.

The same item (or part thereof) must not be performed more than
once by the same competitor during the currency of the Eisteddfod
(excluding Highland and Irish).

The Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry and to alter the
order of the program without prior notice.

No protest conceming the eligibility of a competitor to compete will
be permitted unless made in writing to the Secretary before the
commencement of the Eisteddfod, accompanied by a fee of $20. No
other protest or disputed matter will be permitted unless made in
writing and handed to the Secretary within half an hour of the case
arising, accompanied by a fee of $20. In all cases the fee will be
forfeited if the protest or dispute is deemed frivolous. The decision of
the Protest Committee will be final.

The Adjudicator has the right to withhold any prize where he / she
considers there is not sufficient merit. Official First, Second and
Third Prize certificates will be awarded in all sections where the
Adjudicator awards such placing.  Competitors compete at their
own risk.

The use of tape recorders, videos and cameras or any digital
recording device of any kind by the audience is prohibited. The
Eisteddfod Committee reserves the right to record, film, broadcast,
videotape or post on our website any item or section of the
Eisteddfod.

A high standard of decorum is expected from all participants and
spectators. Unseemly behaviour will result in offenders being asked
to leave and offending entrants to be disqualified. In order to control
backstage capacity numbers set by our venue we must enforce a
one parent per performer rule. If you don't need to be back stage you
will be asked to move to the foyer. The decision of the Committee
shall be final and binding in all matters relating to the interpretation of
the Rules and Conditions of the Eisteddfod.




AGGREGATE TROPHY WINNERS

The results of each respective aggregate trophy winner shall
be determined by a points system in each section as follows:
First place - 10 points; Second - 7 points; Third - 5 points;
Fourth - 3 points; Fifth - 2 points; Sixth - 1 point; Seventh - 1/2
point; Eighth - 1/4 point.

At the conclusion of the Eisteddfod the points received by each
competitor will be added and the competitor obtaining the most
points will be declared the winner. This ‘points system’ does
not apply to Highland and Irish Dancing Competition.

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Checklist for Parents - Terms and Conditions at the MECC
(For the safety and comfort of all students + parents)

All performers, parents and teachers must wear fully enclosed shoes throughout the venue, particularly on
stage. The only acceptable change from this policy is when a performer is on stage due to artistic
requirements. When not on stage that performer must wear suitable enclosed shoes.

The loading dock, service courtyard & workshop at the rear of the MECC off Macalister Street is to be kept
clear at all times. This area is NOT to be utilised by teachers, parents or children to congregate or to park
cars.

Entry to the building for rehearsals + performances is through the backstage entrance only (via the service
courtyard at the rear of the MECC off Macalister Street).

No visitors are allowed in the Auditorium seating during white light or dress rehearsals.
Children must be supervised at all times.

No equipment or materials may be placed in any aisle way or in such a position that obstructs or restricts the
access to any fire safety equipment or designated exit.

No sand, water, powder, aerosol sprays or sprays in general, glitter, straw or dangerous props will be
permitted with in the venue.

Props & flown set pieces need to be of sound structural integrity and reasonable size (please contact the
MECC Production Coordinator for advice @ production@mackay.qgld.gov.au). If props arrive on site and
MECC staff deem the item unsound, it will not be used during the performance unless it can be fixed and/or
made safe.

Any props remaining in the centre following an event need to be picked up within 48 hours or they will be
disposed of. (For Eisteddfod, props MUST be removed the day of the event). In the event that the MECC
has to dispose of props a disposal and waste collection fee will be charged.

Any electrical equipment being brought onto the premises needs to have been tested and tagged.

The centre retains the right to provide all catering. No food or beverage may be brought onto the premises
including alcohol.

No food and drink will be permitted into theatre and stage area (including wing space), bottled water only. If
this rule is ignored the person will be asked to leave the venue.

No alcohol is to be consumed on site or in the courtyard during a shew, rehearsal, bump in or bump out.
No tapping in dressing rooms or backstage waiting areas. (Students must wear covers over tap shoes)

No dressing or doing make-up in public toilets i.e. the toilets opposite The Lynette Denny Space, or in the
Foyer areas, technical area toilet, stairwells voids and sound locks. This is a child safety requirement.

No kissing walls with lipstick.
Any signage needs to be adhered to walls with blue-tac only. No sticky tape or pins.
